National Fish Farmers Day is celebrated in India on July 10th every year to recognise the
contributions of fish farmers, aquaculture industry professionals, and other consumers in the
fisheries sector. This day honours fish farmers' success and achievements while promoting the
importance of fisheries and aquaculture for enhancing food security, providing job opportunities,
and contributing to the rural economy.

Historical significance.
National Fish Farmers Day honours the successful implementation of induced breeding
technology in Indian Major carps. On July 10, 1957, Dr. Hiralal Chaudhuri and Dr. K.H.
Alikunhi demonstrated induced carp breeding using the hypophysation technique at Mumbai's
Central Institute of Fisheries Education (CIFE). This invention established the basis for modern
aquaculture operations in India, significantly increasing fish production.
