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On the eve of Professor P C Ray birth anniversary on 2nd August, 2024, the
Department of Chemistry, organized Elocution, and open debate on the
contributions of Acharya Prafulla Chandra Ray to the chemistry domain in general
and to the national movement in particular. The organizers of the program are
thankful to the Principal Dr. K. Ramachandra Rao Garu for granting permission to
organize such an eventful program.

At the outset, Head of the chemistry department, Sri T. Srinivas Rao Garu
inaugurated the event in presence of faculty members of chemistry department
and UG students and emphasized the need to inculcate the spirit of science in
general and chemistry in particular and appreciated the organizers for
conducting such a nice program. The dignitaries praised the services of Acharya
P C Ray.

Sir Acharya Prafulla Chandra Ray, CIE, FNI, FRASB, FIAS, FCS (2 August
1861 – 16 June 1944) was an Indian chemist, educationist, historian, industrialist
and philanthropist. He established the first modern Indian research school in
chemistry (post classical age) and is regarded as the Father of Indian Chemistry.

The Royal Society of Chemistry honoured his life and work with the first ever
Chemical Landmark Plaque outside Europe. He was the founder of Bengal
Chemicals & Pharmaceuticals, India's first pharmaceutical company. He is the
author of A History of Hindu Chemistry from the Earliest Times to the Middle
of the Sixteenth Century (1902).

Smt.M.Santha Kumari, coordinator , Dr. G.Tejaswini and A.Sravani, Lecturers
in Chemistry organised the event. While,Sri B. Venkata Rao, Smt.M.Padmaja and
Dr. N. Baby Nirmala acted as judges for the elocution. Smt. M.Santha Kuamri,
compiled the results.

26 students are participated in the competition. All the participants did
exceedingly well in the elocution competition. Ultimately, the first, second and
third prize winners respectively are: Kum. V.Vidhya Sridhari(First
Prize),Sri.R.Basava Chari(Second Prize), Kum.
