                     On Tuesday, the 75th Constitution Day celebrations were held at Rajahmundry

every citizen should respect the Constitution of India and if you read the Preamble of the 

Constitution, you will know its values. Bar Association President Sri. Tavvala 

Veerendranath, speaking, explained the importance of Constitution Day. Dr. P. Babji, 

Head of the Department of Political Science, said that the Constitution Day is celebrated 

every year on the day when Bharat Ratna Dr. B. R. Ambedkar, as the Chairman of the 

Drafting Committee of the Constitution of India, drafted it and approved it on November 

26, 1949. Senior Advocate Sri.P. Srinivasa Rao, speaking, explained to the students about 

the importance of the legislative branch, the executive branch, the judiciary branch, and 

the importance of fundamental rights. Dr. Sita Mahalakshmi, a lecturer in Political 

Science, said that the Constitution was written to provide justice, equal rights, and respect 

for the personalities of all, and that it would be shaped to express national unity. College 

students K. Gayatri Bheem Shankar, A. Sridevi, and K. Satyavati spoke about the 



 

importance of Constitution Day.
