Language Day on the occasion of William Shakespeare’s birth and death anniversary on 23rd April at the
Faculty Development Academy with few students attending offline.

The programme was presided over by Mrs. M. Sri Lakshmi, In-charge, Department of English. The
Keynote Address was delivered by Dr. S.J. Earnest, Principal, Noble College, Machilipatnam.

In her welcome address, Mrs. M. Sri Lakshmi highlighted the significance of English Language Day and
paid tribute to Shakespeare, the “Bard of Avon,” whose contributions continue to shape world literature
and global communication.

Dr. Earnest delivered a captivating lecture on Shakespearean Tragedy, explaining the contrasting views of
Plato and Aristotle on the purpose of tragedy in literature. He explained key concepts such as catharsis,
hamartia, and purgation, and analysed the four great tragedies of Shakespeare — Hamlet, Othello, King
Lear, and Macbeth. He emphasized how Shakespeare’s protagonists, though noble and virtuous, suffer
downfall due to a tragic flaw and are often caught in the web of fate.

The event witnessed active participation from faculty members and students, who expressed their
appreciation for the insightful lecture.

The programme concluded with a vote of thanks by Dr. Noojilla Srinivas, Lecturer in English.

Quiz and Poem recitation competitions were conducted in prior to the students. All the participants for
the lecture and online quiz were given e-certificates. Firtst and second prizes were given to the poem
recitation participants.
