 Physical Activity: Games, sports, fitness activities, yoga for teamwork and health.

 Mentoring: Addressing aspirations, gratitude, peer pressure, prosperity, and 

relationships.

 Department Familiarization: Orientation on labs, workshops, ICT facilities, career 

prospects, and program outcomes.
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Creative Arts and Culture: Exposure to art, music, dance, painting, theatre, and 

sculpture.

 Literary Activities: Reading, summarizing, debating, dramatization, and creative 

writing.

 Lectures by Eminent People: Talks by alumni, professionals, and socially active 

individuals.

 Visits: Monuments, hospitals, orphanages, or NGOs for social exposure and 

bonding.

 Extra-Curricular & Student Clubs: NSS, NCC, cultural clubs, role plays, and 

alumni/industry interactions.

UGC Guidelines for Implementation

 Formation of mentor–mentee groups: 20 students per faculty mentor.

 Weekly mentoring meetings, with continuity across semesters.

 Three-day field visits to villages, hospitals, orphanages, or monuments for social 

sensitisation.

 Follow-up in subsequent semesters with cultural activities, films, and lectures by 

eminent people.

Suggestions & Good Practices

 Balance academic and non-academic activities (arts, sports, wellness).

 Ensure inclusivity through gender sensitization, environmental awareness, and 

ethics.

 Conclude SIP with reflection and feedback to capture student experiences.

 Encourage continuation of mentor–mentee interactions beyond the induction 

programme.
